Wounded Warriors Canada is on a mission to honour Canada's ill and injured Canadian Armed
Forces, Veterans, First Responders ând their families. To accomplish this mission, Wounded Warriors
Canada provides innovative, life changing programs that enable the organization to carry out the guiding
ethos: Honour the Fallen, Heip the Living.

Wounded Warriors Canada was born in 2006 after a suicide bomber travelling on a bicycle near
Kandahar €ity killed four Canadians and injured a number of others. The wounded soldiers were
transported to Germany for outstanding medical care, however it became very âpparent in the months
following this incident that our troops needed a iittle rnore of Canada to assist in their recovery. The
original intent of the charity was to help members wounded on operations improve their general morale
and welfare, As the charity has evolved, the scope of the mission has increased and become our nation,s
leading, wholly independent, Veteran's and tirst Responder's charity focussing on mental health.

our innovative and wide-ranging programming is changing the lives of ill and injured Veterans,
First Responders and their families. Right here in BC and specifically on Vancouver lsland, wounded
Warriors Canada offers the COPE Program {Couples overcoming PTSD Everyday} at Bear Mountain, the
Trauma Resiliency Program in Sooke and the PTSD Service Dog program via Vancouver lsland
Compassion Dogs in Qualicum Beach.

ln 2OaJ"4, sadly there was a rash of suicides in Canada by Veterans suffering from pTSD and
Operational Stress lnjuries. This sparked two of our serving members to take action. They decided to
gather a small group of athletes and run the length of Vancouver lsland from port Hardy to Victoria in
only seven days to raise awareness and money to give to Wounded Warriors Canada. ln 201g, we will be
embarking on the 5th annual Wounded Warrior Run BC. This event has become the largest fund raiser
for Wounded warriors Canada on vancouver lsland and we are expanding our goal to $t00,000 this
year. We need your help in reaching this goal. Please consider a minimum $1,000 donation,

Amendment to Off-Street Parking & Loading Bylaw No. 2140 (Bylaw No. 2145)
and the Municipa lTicket lnformation Bylaw No. 1975 (Bylaw No. 2149)

PURPOSE:

The purpose of this report is to provide for Council's consideration two bylaw amendments. The first
to the Off-Street Parking and Loading Bylaw No. 2140 to amend the maximum fine amount. The
second to update the Municipal Ticket lnformation Bylaw No. 1975 to reflect recent changes to other
bylaws and to address minor housekeeping issues.

BACKGROUND & DISCUSSION:

Off-Street Parking and Loading Bylaw No. 2140

Section 2.6 Penalties indicates an offence is punishable in accordance with the Offence Act of BC but
does not indicate a maximum fine amount. The Offence Act in Section 4 states that unless the bylaw
specifically states the maximum fine amount it is limited to of fine of not more than $2,000.00. The
Community Charter in Section 263 (1) (b) states that the maximum fine amount for an offence under
the OffenceAct is $10,000.00.

Staff suggest amending the current, Section 2.6 Penalties, to include the words: "...up to a maximum
fine of $10,000.00. By doing this the Courts have more discretion in their judgements should an
allegation be upheld in court and it also provides consistency with our other bylaws.

MunicipalTicket lnformation Bylaw No. 1975

The Municipal Ticket lnformation Bylaw No. 1975 (MTl) enables designated officers of the Town to
issue tickets for offences indicated in the various MTI schedules. Each MTI schedule covers one
bylaw and the various sections for which the designated officials can issue a ticket. The schedule
provides the official the correct charging section of the bylaW wording for the MTl, and the fine
amounts. The Community Charter Bylaw Enforcement Ticket Regulation 2512003 Section 2 states
that the maximum fine amount is $1,000.00.

The proposed amendments include:

Pagel-BylawRecitals
The wording in Section 4 will change the fine amount from $10,000.00 to $1,000.00. This is
required to make the bylaw consistent with Community Charter Bylaw Enforcement Ticket
Regulation 2512003.

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Amendments to Off-Street Parking & Loading Bylaw and the MunicipalTicket lnformation Bylaw lPage2

2 Schedule 1 - Designated Enforcement Officers
The current schedule will be replaced to reflect recent changes to the titles of various
enforcement officers. The Director of Development Services is now known as the Director of
Development Services, Engineering, Parks and Works. The Superintendent of Parks is now
known as the Manager of Public Works & Parks.

3. Schedule 3 - Building Regulations Bylaw No. 2016
The current Building Regulations Bylaw No. 2016 Schedule will be deleted and replaced with
the new Schedule which will include an offence under Section 6.3.2 which states that no
person shall occupy a building or structure or part of a building or structure until an Occupancy
Permit has been issued.

Schedule 12 - Streets & Traffic Regulation Bylaw No. 1966
The current Streets & Traffic Bylaw No. 1966 Schedule will be deleted and replaced with the
new Schedule which will include a ticketable offence under Section 51 which requires the
owner of property to keep the sidewalk in front of their property clear of snow, ice, litter, and

rubbish. lt will also include an offence under Section 53 which prohibits the owner of a vehicle
allowing vehicle fluids from dropping onto the roadway.

Schedule 13 - Tree Preservation Bylaw No. 1663
This bylaw has been rescinded and replaced byTree Preservation Bylaw No.2138. Staff will
not proceed by way of ticketing for offences within this bylaw therefore staff will delete the
corresponding schedule.

New Schedule 13 - Off-Street Parking & Loading Bylaw No. 2140
This new Schedule for the Off-Street Parking & Loading Bylaw No. 2140 will create a
ticketable offence for Section 4.2 Having more than one uninsured vehicle on a property, and
Section 4.3 Parking a commercial vehicle over 4,200 kg on residential property.

Schedule 14 - Unsightly Premises Bylaw No. 2100
Several sections in this bylaw are redundant as the offences are covered in other bylaws. One
offence in the bylaw needs to be added to the MunicipalTicket lnformation Bylaw. The current
schedule will be deleted and replaced.

These amendments will bring the MTI bylaw up to date thereby providing a more effective
enforcement tool.

RECOMMENDATION:

That Bylaw No. 2145 and Bylaw No. 2149 be given first, second and third readings.
