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Road Safety Tips 
 
 

Crosswalks   
 

· Always yield to pedestrians when they are 
in a crosswalk or at an intersection (where 
a crosswalk is assumed).  

 

· Stop well in advance of the stop bar         
or crosswalk line.  Do not enter an         
intersection that you may not be able to 
exit before the light changes.  

 

· Use your signals well in advance of a turn 
so other drivers, cyclists and pedestrians 
know what you are doing.  

 

· Always be alert and aware of pedestrians, 
expect the unexpected and be cautious in 
downtown cores where pedestrians are 
more prevalent.   

 

4-Way Stops  
 

· The first vehicle to arrive at the                   
intersection and come to a complete stop 
should go first. 

 

· If two vehicles arrive at the same time, the 
one on the right goes first.  

 

· If two vehicles arrive at the same time and 
are facing each other, the one making a 
left turn must yield to the one going 
straight through.  

 

Roundabouts   
 

· Slow down when approaching a              
roundabout.   

 

· Yield to pedestrians and any traffic       
already in a roundabout.  If another       
vehicle arrives at the same time as you do, 
yield to the vehicle on your right.  

 

· Go around a roundabout in a                
counterclockwise direction.  You must 
turn right to enter and right again to leave.  

 

· Signal “right” in advance when exiting 
and be prepared to yield to pedestrians 
who may be in the crosswalk where you 
are exiting.
